80.2 Minutes of the Previous Meeting: With the addition of
Drew Strachan's name to the list of apologies, the
minutes of 9th July 1990 were accepted and signed.

80.3 Matters Arising

80.3a Portobello Centre: Norman Kerr reported that the lease
had still not been granted, that an energy expert had
heen called in to assess the requirements, that there
is insurance cover. Nick Stroud reported that it was
unlikely that the work needing done, arising from EDC's
report, would start before April 1991.
There would be an open meeting 23rd Sept in PADCA, to
look at a possible five year Business Plan.

80.3b Portobello Reporter: Jack MacDonald stated that there
was still no progress. The meeting stated its regret
that this most effective communication resource had
been lost. It noted that what was missing was an
editor, and advertising agent, both crucial if the
paper was to be ressurrected. The chair suggested that
unless there was to be progress, the council should
consider producing a regular broadeheet .
